Paper Submission Guidelines

Full draft manuscripts for the 11th International Conference on Technology of Plasticity (ICTP 2014) are due March 31, 2014. 
The ICTP2014 Proceedings will be published in Procedia Engineering. Selected Proceedings papers will be considered for additional extension and publication in Journal of Materials Processing Technology. Papers published in the ICTP Procedia Engineering are indexed in Scopus and Compendex. Journal of Materials Processing Technology is one of the top journals of forming processes.
Guidelines for submissions in Proceedings paper
The ICTP2014 Proceedings papers will be published online and open access in Procedia Engineering.

· Your Proceedings paper should be long 6 pages maximum, and it should be written in English and using the Procedia Engineering paper template.

· Your Proceedings paper will be reviewed by members of the International Scientific Committee. 
Guidelines for consideration for publication in Journal of Materials Processing Technology (JMPT) paper
· If it is desired, authors can submit one paper for consideration for publication in Journal of Materials Processing Technology in addition to the Proceedings paper.
Note: It is not possible to submit a JMPT paper if a Proceedings paper is not submitted.
· The JMPT paper must be an extended version of the Proceedings paper, must have enough quality, sufficient results, background, and originality to justify the publication in an international journal, and the JMPT paper. The amount may be more than the double of the Proceedings paper and the title is similar to the Proceedings paper but not the same. 
· The Sub-Scientific Committee composed by members of the Standing Advisory Board (SAB/ICTP) will recommend the best JMPT papers to the Editors-in-Chief of JMPT, who will then review those papers for possible publication in JMPT (see the below figure for more detail).
Note: the selected JMPT papers that will be accepted for publication in the journal will be published as regular articles. JMPT will NOT publish a special issue for ICTP.
· For instructions on how to write a paper for consideration in JMPT, please check the Guide for Authors on the journal homepage and the instructions document. The sample file of a JMPT paper is attached.

· Your paper should be written in good English of high level.

· Submission of Proceedings/JMPT Papers: March 31, 2014

· Author Notification of Acceptance in Procedia Engineering: June 15, 2014

· Author Notification of Recommendation for Consideration in JMPT: June 15, 2014

· Author Registration Deadline: June 30, 2014 

Note: A presenter must be identified for each presentation. If the registration is not finalized by this date, the accepted paper will not be published in Procedia Engineering and will not be considered in JMPT.
